The sun brings heat and life to the earth and it is a symbol of nature. In our design, the wave-shaped curve is to absorb the solar energy and the sky blue symbolizes nature.

The double-layered structure adds to the layering of Daylight Shed and also gives it the ability to purify rainwater. When rain falls on the shed, the upper and lower layers both play a role. The impurities in the rain are left behind, and fresh water is fed back to the earth.
