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In the narrow and long site specified by
LAGI, a new °"Dream Walk" route is
planned according to the official needs
and combined with the regional
landscape.

According to the time interval of
physiological drinking water, 7 rest
points are arranged on the route, each
of which is equipped with 5 Dream

Catchers.
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
