A celebration of light, water and mirror

Light has a special place in human life.
Our ancestors considered light sacred and its source, the sun, life-giving.
In the past, celestial bodies such as the moon, the sun, and the stars were far away and unknown to humans.

The brightness of the days began with the sunrise and ended with its sunset, for this reason they believed that there was a war between good and evil, a war between light and darkness.

They considered light as hope, life, and happiness, and darkness as the end, despair, and sorrow.

Therefore, they believed that with the beginning of the day, light wins over darkness and awakens the hope of living in humans.
They put the mirror in the light so that the light is reflected and the joy and warmth of their life is multiplied in the mirror.

In the ancient documents left from Mesopotamia and Egypt (3000 years BC) it shows that people considered the mirror to be one of the components of the human soul because, like water, it was a symbol of purity and honesty and a reflection of the truth around it.
In the past, people hoped that after death, the human soul would return to the sun in the form of pieces of a mirror, where it would be complete again and come back to life. Birth, life and death and rebirth.

The light in the mirror is a reminder of endless hope, a hope that started from a source far from the reach of humans, the sun.

In this project, we use the confluence of light, mirror and water, and this connection is repeated in the environment like circular gates that are connected to another dimension.

The form of circles shows time and movement without beginning and end, because the circle has no beginning and end.

The circle is a symbol of unity, integrity, and a life without boundaries and limitations; 

Therefore, it evokes eternity and life after death.
This collection includes circular rings that have a mirror effect during the day and are seen as luminous at night.
We can divert water from the Neckar River to Spinelli Park and have an on-site pool, so the rings are installed both in-ground and in-water with the foundation.

The cross-sectional area of these rings is triangular and these three sides can be a symbol of (sun, moon and star) or (light, mirror and water).

Each of the rings is made of six parts and six joints, and a tension cable holds all the parts together, finally, each ring is connected to a foundation with bolts and nuts to make it completely stable.

There are a total of six different sizes of rings that are spread at different angles and parametrically around a central point on the site.

Two of the three sides of the rings are covered with phosphorescent paint that absorbs light during the day and reflects it at night and as a light source illuminates the park area and one side of each ring contains a solar panel made of perovskite, which converts the absorbed light into electricity. This surface can convert about 20 to 28% of absorbed solar energy into electricity, Due to the high number of rings, the electricity needed in the park and even outside the park can be easily supplied.
Calculation of the amount of electrical energy production

Average of sunlight per square meter each year:  1075 KWH

Total area of panels:  1250 m² (1000 m²)

Perovskite panel output: (20% ~ 28%) 24%

1075 × 1250 m × 24% = 322.500 MWH

1075 × 1000 m² × 24% = 258 MWH per year
